
NOTES FROM THE JAN. 16 MEETING

Parking & Noise Problems Related to Harvard

Construction 

Recently, residents of Hammond St., Gorham
St., and Mass. Ave. sought assistance from ANC
regarding problems with Harvard construction
in the area. These residents approached
Harvard Construction Mitigation and the city
with their concerns, but several report that the
problems with early morning noise and parking
persist. 

Mr. Diamond told the Council that he spoke to
Tom Lucey, Director of Community Relations
at Harvard, on behalf of several neighbors.  He
explained, “Tom Lucey told me that Harvard
has a new set of contractors working in the
neighborhood.  They’re supposed to take a
shuttle from Allston, but some don’t.  Harvard
spoke to these contractors following complaints
from the community and has issued fines to
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offenders. He said that the contractors would
fire workers who continue to violate the rules.”

Residents discussed the possibility of the
Harvard Mitigation Team setting up a website
where residents can report infractions and
license plates using an online form.  Stated one
resident, “The more visible it becomes, the more
likely it will work.”  The council discussed invit-
ing Harvard to attend a future meeting to fur-
ther address this issue.

The following are recurring problems listed by
residents at the meeting:

• Construction sometimes begins as
early as 6:30 AM

•  Construction continues on weekends
• While the Harvard Mitigation Team is

polite and quick to apologize, condi-
tions have not seemed to improve

• The threat of city-issued tickets does
not deter construction workers who
choose to park on the street

• Workers sometimes swap cars at
meters, avoiding the fines for parking
beyond the allotted hours
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Lesley University To Build New Dorm

“This dorm will be the first new construction
Lesley University has undertaken in two dec-
ades,” stated Jason Forney, an architect with
Bruner/Cott, the firm that is also working to
convert the North Prospect Church site into
the new home of the Art Institute of Boston
(AIB).  Accompanying Mr. Forney were repre-
sentatives from Lesley University, including Bill
Doncaster, Director of Public Affairs, Mary Lou
Batt, Vice President of Administration, George
Smith, Director of Operations, and William
Suter, Campus Planner.

Mr. Forney presented preliminary drawings of a
proposed dorm on the corner of Mass. Ave. and
Wendell Street, a site that currently houses Nat-
ional Car Rental and a Bank of America ATM. 

Seeking to create 80 beds for undergraduate stu-
dents, the university’s plans were within the lim-
its of the site’s zoning.  Mr. Forney displayed
drawings of a U-shaped building that would be
35 feet tall, with four floors, retail facing Mass.
Ave., and a 100-foot setback at the back of the
building with some proposed green space.  Stu-
dents would enter the dorm from the building’s
rear on Wendell Street.  In addition to retail
space, the first floor would house a small Resi-
dence Director’s apartment on Mass. Ave. and
student suites along Wendell. Common space
for students and some of the building’s mechani-
cals would be placed in a finished basement.

The proposed retail space would be 800 square
feet, including the ATM.  Additionally, Cam-
bridge City Zoning code requires 21 parking
spaces (one parking space for every 4 students.)
However, these spaces are for university use
only; students are not permitted to bring cars to

campus, and are encouraged to explore the city
via public transportation and walking.

Stated Mr. Forney, “The new building would be
as tall as the apartment building on the corner
of Mass. Ave. and Sacramento Street, but small-
er than Harvard’s North Hall.”  He explained
that Lesley wants to be an active streetscape
participant on what they consider an under-uti-
lized stretch of Mass. Ave.  The university is also
interested in sustainable building and design.

Following the presentation, council members
asked questions:
Q: Why did the university place a residential

unit (the RD’s apartment) at the corner of
Mass. Ave. and Wendell, instead of retail?

A: Lesley chose to house the RD in that loca-
tion because they did not want to have
undergraduate student rooms at street-level
on Mass. Ave.

Q: What’s happening to National Car Rental?  
A: They’re vacating the space.

Residents agreed to support the university’s plan
in terms of amending zoning and decreasing the
parking requirement, and offered to approach
Cambridge City Council on Lesley’s behalf.
They expressed great desire for a building that
meets the goal of dynamic use (including first
floor retail) on Mass. Ave., in addition to the
needs of the university.  At the community’s
request, Lesley agreed to organize a new work-
ing group for the dormitory project, to include
six residents who volunteered at the meeting.

Addendum

A working group comprised of seven neighbors
has met twice with Lesley since the ANC
monthly meeting.  They are working together
on an alternative plan that would meet both
neighborhood goals as well as the University’s
housing needs.  

Neighborhood goals now being incorporated
into new designs include:  
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• First floor retail along the entire front of
the building along Mass. Ave. 

• Exploring a second, wood frame structure
on the rear lot that would screen parking
so it would not be visible from the street,
designed in a manner consistent with the
character of the rest of Wendell Street.  

•  Aesthetic improvements to the façade 

Lesley and working group members intend to
present new plans to the Agassiz Baldwin
Neighborhood Council at February 13th meet-
ing.

“The planning for this site has changed dramati-
cally from what was previously presented, mov-
ing towards a project that meets both the
University’s housing goals and the neighbor-
hood’s priorities for a better streetscape,” said
Bill Doncaster.  “It’s truly been a remarkable col-
laboration, and a great example of neighbors
and institutions working together.  We’re very
grateful to the members of the working group
for a great process, and look forward to showing
the results of our rolling up our sleeves togeth-
er.”

ANC/ABC Name Change Decision

The name subcommittee, Joel Bard, Stephen
Diamond, Astrid Dodds, Fred Meyer, and Willie
Bloomstein, made its report to the Council.  All
the views expressed in advance by its members
had been made available in writing and were
considered by the subcommittee.

Their first conclusion was that the Board and
Council are the same organization and that one
name must apply to both.  Second, the addition
of the Baldwin name was felt to acknowledge
the broader reach of our local school; and third,
the word "neighborhood" was preferred to
"community" to retain the strength of our his-
toric local area.

The recommended name was: Agassiz Baldwin
Neighborhood Council, Inc., with the acronym
ABNC rather than ANC.  A shorter version of

the acronym, ABN, could be used on a new
logo.

There is no plan to change the names of the
various programs run under the umbrella of
ABNC, but the subcommittee did recognize the
need to revise and update the by-laws of the
organization (dated 1985, last revised 1993), as
the size and scope of the programs administered
by the Board and the concerns of the Council
have greatly expanded.  The subcommittee also
noted that they desire to build a closer relation-
ship between the Council and its Board of
Directors.

Residents at the Council meeting voted unani-
mously to approve the name presented by the
name sub-committee.

Winter is in full swing and Sacramento St.
Preschool is busy exploring it in many ways.
The children have been working on art activities
related to winter, which include building igloos
out of sugar cubes, puffy paint snow scenes,
“The Three Snow Bears” (author Jan Brett)
mural, and winter chalk art. We’ve talked about
animals that hibernate during the winter and
created homes that represent where each animal
would sleep during this time. The children also
enjoyed discovering what happens when salt
and colored water are added to blocks of ice
during one of our science experiments.

Over the next few weeks, we will be talking
about polar animals and the environments that
they live in. The children have also expressed an
interest in using different materials to make art.
We will be using empty boxes, buttons, string,
paper, and extra supplies to create “junk art
projects” which we will display in our class-
room.
