THE FAY CHANDLER GALLERY

The Chandler Gallery began as an artist collec-
tive in the late 1970s and was known then as the
Sacramento Street Gallery. For many years, the
gallery contributed to the local arts community
by featuring Cambridge-based and other local
artists working in a variety of media and styles.
In 2010, the gallery was re-named and
re-dedicated in honor of artist Fay Chandler.

Mission

As a community and educational institution, the
gallery’s overall mission is to retain and strength-
en historic connections to the neighborhood
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through a wide range of exhibits by profession-
als, schools, universities, local, and emerging
artists. Simultaneously, we aim to expand and
promote connections with all of Cambridge and
the wider Boston art community.

Chandler Gallery’s exhibition programming
balances a diversity of professional, community,
and student artists, and encompasses a range of
media. The annual gallery exhibit calendar is
planned each year to include:
